Please accept these comments for incluston in the evidentiary record as a supplemental
report to my testimony on April 27, 2006, concerning Category 2 applicant, Pocono
Manor Investors.

On April 18, 2006, prior to my testimony in opposition to Pocono Manor Investors
(PMI), I received a letter from Marc R. Wolf, the attorney for PMI that has represented
their interests in Tobyhanna Township, the proposed location for the Pocono Manor
Casino. I am enclosing a copy of this letter and have labeled it Exhibit 21.

The letter states that I have encroached upon a part of PMI’s property which lies between
my two lots. The alleged encroachment is a 12 foot wide “row” that separates the two
lots. The encroachment is stated as consisting of a driveway and landscape area but
actually is a 10 foot high retaining wall that was constructed by the original owner 90-
100 years ago.

The next day, April 19, 2006 PMI’s surveyor delineated the property lines. The letter
then advises that I can expect discussion of “necessary remediation and removal of the
encroachment™. The letter also states that our vehicles have blocked the road or made it
difficult to traverse. We have never done this, knowing that we have a neighbor who
accesses this road daily. As of the date of these comments I have received no further
written communication from PML

On March 20, 2006, I publicly announced the formation of the grass roots community
group, No Casino Tobyhanna Township, and have since been a leader, organizer, and
spokesperson in the effort to oppose Pocono Manor as a location for a Category 2 slots
license. ’

It is no coincidence that I received this letter from PMI on April 18, 2006, just 9 days
prior to my testimony at the public input hearing of April 27, 2006. Since this letter has
no merit and the 12 foot “row” is of no consequence to PMI compared to their vast
acreage, this was and is clearly an attempt to intimidate me. This letter is even cc’d to
James M. Cahill, a principal of PMI.
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[ feel it is vitally important to convey this information to the Pennsylvania Gaming
Control Board as it brings into question the character of the applicant.

To the Pennsylvania Gaming Control Board:

Please accept these comments for inclusion in the evidentiary record as a supplemental
report to my testimony of April 27" 2006 at split rock lodge concerning the Category 2
Applicant—Pocono Manor Investors (“PMI™),

In the testimony by Mr. Matzel, on behalf of PMI, he stated and I quote “ We too, like
our competitor, have the existing permits in place for sewer and water. We will not be
exceeding our existing permits ..." He goes on to say, and I quote “We have about 160K
gallons a day permit currently—we will be utilizing spray irrigation onsite...”

As you may well be aware, Mr. Matzel misspoke, his current permit is 140K and Phase
One will have a discharge of 400K or more. PM1 will need to apply for an amended
permit that will allow them to increase their discharge within a stream or land

application, i.e., spray irrigation. In speaking with the sewage enforcement officer at the
D.E.P., I confirmed the permit requirement for any discharge by spray irrigation or any
other disposal above and beyond the 140K currently permitted to the pre-existing Pocono
Manor.

The Sewage Enforcement Officer also stated that the permit (application) is a product of
the planning process to be submitted to the township. As of 05/30/06, (with regard to the
proposed casino) no plans have been submitted to Tobyhanna Township or Pocono
Township, nor have any permit applications been submitted to either zoning officers or
the sewage officers of these townships. (The D.E.P. permitting process is not quick, even
without opposition, the timeline could be upwards of 6 months or more).

With regard to PMI’s petitions, not much needs to be said other than the fact that the
applicants petitions were gathered at a location in another township—lending itself to the
reality that the signatures are not those of Tobyhanna Township Residents. Please be
aware that the petitions submitted as part of my testimony consists of signatures from
Tobyhanna Township Residents—as can be verified by their provided addresses.
